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The Process Of Refurbishment





At the start of the refurbishment process all components are “shot blasted” to remove paint and take the item down to bare metal. 





The equipment is then subject to a visual inspection checking for damaged welds, alignment & material condition. Any item deemed unfit or of poor quality is removed.





If required the equipment is then repaired and straightened ready for painting in the requested colours.








The final process involves the equipment being fully dipped in a Zylene based quick drying paint and left to cure.
